Destinations and COUNCIL PATROLS

PHILOSOPHY
The council understands the need of destinations participants and participants of council patrols to develop a strong money-earning plan and is committed to work in partnership with individuals and patrols to that end.  At the same time, participants need to understand the council's need for a strong financial base and be committed to raise needed funds in a way that supports council fund-raising efforts, does not compete for council funds, is within council and national guidelines and contributes to a positive image of Girl Scouting in the community.

Girl Scouts of Western Rivers Council supports individuals attending destinations and participating in council-sponsored patrols by providing training, support and scouterships such as Cookie Dollars.  In return girls need to support the council through participation in product sales and through financial responsibility.

The council hopes to work with individuals as they begin the planning process so that a money-earning plan can be devised that will meet their financial needs with the least amount of time and effort and will be within the council and national guidelines for money-earning projects.

GUIDELINES TO FOLLOW

· Submit forms as required by the destinations Operating Team 

The forms required for your event must be submitted in a timely manner through out your proposed project(s).  Ask the Teen Program Manager what is required for your event.

· Participate in both council-sponsored product sales

To participate in Individual money-earning projects and Cookie Dollars, girls must sell to a specific level in BOTH Fall Sales and Cookie Sales.  For 2006 Fall sales, girls must sell to Patch level in Magazines or Nuts

· Do not schedule any money-earning projects during Council-sponsored Product Sales

Your money-earning projects may not be done in competition with council-sponsored product sales and may not be piggy-backed onto participation in a council-sponsored product sale.  This applies during both order-taking and delivery times for the two annual product sales.  See your membership staff for sale dates.

· Restrict money-earning projects during United Way Campaign

Some United Way agencies require a "closed period" for fundraising during the local United Way campaign.  This includes the Roseburg, and Coos Bay areas.  Please call your local Girl Scout office for specific dates from September 1st through December 1st.  Selling a product or working with another agency to raise funds will probably not meet United Way guidelines.  Projects where destinations participants put on an event or sell services normally are approved.  Please have your project reviewed by the Teen Program Manager prior to making any plans.

· Avoid endorsement of products/businesses/organizations

There are very strict guidelines from GSUSA concerning money-earning activities that might potentially endorse a product, business or organization.  Your membership staff has additional materials on endorsements.  If you're not certain that your proposed project fits the guidelines, work with your membership staff.  They may be able to show you a way to bring it within the guidelines.
